2o i) These rules may be called Atomic Energy [(Working of the Mines, Minerals and Handling of Prescribed
Substances) Amendment] Rules, 2019,

(i1} These rules extend to the whole of India including her territorial waters.
(1it) These rules shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
3. In the said rules Clause 4(2), the following rule shall be substituted, namely:-

4 (2) “Every application shall be accompanied with a fee of rupees Five Thousand which will be non-
refundable”.
